Producers will work with a Bay Farms On-Farm Network consultant to plan and execute an adaptive nitrogen management program for corn. 

Producers participating in program agree to:

· Fill out form CPA-1200 and send/bring to NRCS county office.

· Provide NRCS with field maps that show location of acres to be enrolled (at enrollment)

· Provide Basic Nutrient Management self-certification for enrolled acres (at enrollment)

· If needed, develop a Comprehensive Nutrient Management Plan for the Animal Feeding Operation (Non-AFO may develop 590 Nutrient Management conservation practice standard)  
· Provide completed Field Summary Report for all acres enrolled (for payment)
